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8Days Taiwan Family Fun + Farmstay 9 -

Day 1 - Singapore »Taoyuan - Shihlin Night Market

Assemble at Changi International Airport and begin with a pleasant flight to Taipei, the capital of Taiwan. Upon arrival, you
will be welcomed by our local representative. Visit the Shihlin Night Market and enjoy a fun time of shopping and tasting
of delicious Taiwanese snacks such as the XXL crispy chicken and Oyster omelette. (Taoyuan Holiday/Chinatrust Hotel or
similar) (Meals on Board)

After breakfast, we will proceed to National Taiwan Democracy Memorial Hall, formerly known as Chiang Kai-shek
Memorial Hall. It is a monument erected in memory of Chiang Kai-shek. This We will proceed to Yeliu Geological Park.
Here, you can see the natural rock formations of Yeliu where you can experience an amazing array of artistic shapes carved
out by Mother Nature. Next, visit Chiufen which is located up in the charming hills of Northeast Taiwan. Visitors can
wander the precipitous old streets and recapture the flavour of a simpler past. You can also enjoy some of the local
delicacies such as Dou Kou beef noodles, Fish Ball soup and Chiufen yam ball soup. We will now proceed to Toucheng
Farm to spend the rest of our day. Toucheng Farm occupies an area of 726 hectares and is one of the biggest farms in
Taiwan. Here, you can be one with nature. Experience the “farm life” with the vegetable farm, animal farm, and orchard.
At night, pen your wish on the heavenly lantern and release it into the sky to make your wishes come true.

Day 3 - Toucheng Farm - Taroko Gorge - Changchun Temple — Marble Factory — Ami Aboriginal Cultural Village
After breakfast at the farm, enjoy a scenic coastal ride along Su-hua Highway to Hualien where we will visit the Taroko
Gorge. Taroko Gorge is a world-renowned majestic beauty with marble-walled gorge scenery. You can marvel at the gorges
carved out by a river, and also see the Changchun Temple, perched high up in the gorge, and is one of the most
photographed scenes in the gorge. This picturesque little temple memorializes all those who lost their lives in the
construction of the Central Cross-Island Highway. Beside it is a stream that plummets into the river valley below. Next, we
visit the Taiwan biggest Marble Factory - Kung Lung Mineral museum. Then proceed to Ami Aboriginal Cultural Village.
Enjoy the lively and colourful song and dance performances by the Ami tribe.
(Hotel - Union Hotel or similar)(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)
Day 4 - Hualien - Local Farm Products — Chihshang Lunchbox Museum/Hot Spring
After breakfast, visit the Local Farm Products store, for some local products shopping. Our next stop will be the Chihshang
Lunchbox Museum, one of the specialties of Chihshang Township in Taitung County. In 2002, the Chihshang Township
Office in cooperation with the Chihshang lunchbox vendors established the "Chihshang Lunchbox Museum". The museum's
display areas include a historical and cultural area, a farm and farming tools area, a rice paddy culture area, a Chihshang
lunchbox area, and an old lunchbox area. Next, we will proceed to Chih-Pen Hot Spring for relaxation of your body and
soul. (Brlng own swimwear and swim cap) (Toong Shing Hotel or S|m||ar)(B/L/D)
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Liouho Night Market

Our first stop for the day is Fo Guang Shan. Since the Founding Master, Venerable Hsing Yun established Fo Guang Shan in
1967, it has evolved from a mountain-top bamboo forest to the largest Buddhist monastery in Taiwan. Next, we will visit the
Spring and Autumn Pavilions where you can see the Dragon and Tiger Pagodas. We proceed to Kaoshiung and enjoy a
20 minute boat ride down the Love River with different sceneries to match different seasons(Cruise ticket at own expense).
Liouho Night Market. Liouho Night Market is a great place for bargains, shopping and local snacks.

Day 6 - Kaoshsiung - Sinying Railway Cultural Park — Pa-Wong Battalion Commander Farm — Sun Moon Lake —
Wen Wu Temple - Peacock Park — Mao Village — Feng Jia Night

After breakfast, we will visit the Sinying Railway Cultural Park, a former Sinying Sugar Refinery with good location, great
structure & plants. Pax can also take a train for traveling and enjoy feeding the cow and testing milk(own expense) in Pa-
Wong Battalion Commander Farm Next, we will proceed to Sun Moon Lake. Sun Moon Lake is located right in the
centre of Taiwan. It has an elevation of 748 meters above sea level, and is the largest natural lake in Taiwan. In the middle
of the lake is the Lalu Island, the holy ground for the Shao tribe, the smallest tribe in Taiwan.The statue of Guan Gong, Yue
Fei and Confucius are enshrined in the Wen Wu Temple overlooking the lake. Over here, you can enjoy the magnificent
sights of the lake and surrounding area. Peacock Park. It has about 200 peacocks and one can see the rare white
feathered peacock in the Park. Next we will proceed to the Mao Village. Feng Jia Night Market in Taichung. (Ful Won
Hotel or similar) (B/L)

Day 7 - Taichung - Fruit Orchard — Window on China Theme Park -Taipei 101 — Pearl Centre - Martyrs’ Shrine -
Pi-Siou Arts Centre - Ximenting Night Market

We start off the day with a morning walk in the Fruit Orchard. This is the only fruit orchard with different fruits growing in
all the seasons. Enjoy the fruits for free in the orchard, or buy some back. Next proceed to Window on China Theme
Park. This is a wonderland of miniature models of buildings and other structures from Taiwan, China, Asia, Europe and
America, all meticulously built on a 1/25 scale, that bring all the world within your vision. Taipei 101, which is currently the
tallest building in the world. Shop in the Taipei 101 mall,(own expenses)ride the world’s fastest elevator (1010m/min) to
the 89 floor observatory, where you can enjoy the wonderful sights of Taipei. Our next stop in Taipei is to witness the
elaborate and graceful changing of guards’ ceremony at the Marytr’s Shrine. Later, visit the popular district Ximenting, a
shopping paradise for young people, with a wide selection of the latest in fashion trends. (Taoyuan Holiday, China Trust
or similar) (B/L)
